SCHOLARSHIP FOR STUDENTS
The Foundation awards scholarship to students. 

AWARD DETERMINATION PROCESS:

A committee appointed by the Foundation Board of Directors determines awards annually based on the following:

Each award has a specific determination process and is found on the application.
The decisions of the committee are final upon announcement and there is no process of appeal.  The deliberations of the committee are considered personal and confidential because of the nature of the material submitted in an application.  The committee is not allowed to share the information about an applicant or the committee’s decisions other than that expressly granted by the applicant in writing.

APPLYING FOR THE AWARD:

Award applications forms are available from the Cobb Schools Foundation web site and through the schools.  To qualify for consideration an applicant/or teacher must complete and signed application based on the criteria of the scholarship.  All application materials submitted are the property of the Foundation and will not be returned to the applicant or released to other parties internal and external to the Foundation.  

All applicants are given equal consideration based on the application submitted for that academic year.  

TYPES OF AWARDS:
KIDS FIRST, AFTER SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIPS:

This award is based on financial assistance to attend ASP in a Cobb County School District school.  Scholarships are awarded up to $200 per family.

An application may be made by parent, teacher, guidance counselor, or principal.  However, the application must have a Cobb County employee contact, and signed off on by the principal of the school funds are to be used before it will be reviewed. 

A scholarship review committee will meet at the end of the month to review applications received.  Notification of acceptance will be given within one week after review and directed to the county employee’s email listed on application.  Funds will be made payable to the School ASP, and take two weeks to process.  Scholarships are awarded as long as funds are available.

MICHAEL D. POWELL AWARDS:

This award is named in the memory of Michael D. Powell a longtime educator of children with special needs.  Dr. Powell was the director of HAVEN. H.A.V.E.N. Academy provides comprehensive special education and support for students with Severe Emotional Behavior Disorders and Autism. The program serves students from Cobb County, Douglas County and the city of Marietta. An application for the scholarships is available online or at the HAVEN office.
The Powell Achievement Award is $250.00 and given to three students one from Elementary, Middle, and High School who demonstrate, citizenship, achievement and attendance. A HAVEN Academy staff member must recommend the applicant with a Letter of Recommendation indicating the candidate's strong points, and why he/she should receive this award. Address how the nominee exemplifies citizenship, achievement and attendance. Funds are issued by check to the parents of the recipient, within 30days of the award ceremony. Funds not used by Sept. 1 of the year awarded return to the Powell Fund.
The Powell Scholarship is $500 and given to a graduating senior who is recommended by a HAVEN Academy staff member and must recommend the applicant with a Letter of Recommendation indicate the candidate’s strong points.  Funds are issued by check to the enrolled accredited college, university or vocational school. Funds not used by Sept. 1 of the year awarded return to the Powell Fund.
SENIOR SCHOLARSHIPS:  $1000.00 each for Two Seniors per High School.

This award is for graduating seniors who submit an application, and are planning to enroll in an accredited college, university or vocational school. All requested information must be postmarked by the requested date for consideration.  Recipients are notified by mail.  A reception and congratulations are given by the Cobb County School District Board of Education.  Requested information for processing of payment is after Aug. 1 and no later than Aug. 15.  Any funds not processed by this time are return to the Scholarship Fund.  Awards are paid directly to the institution to which the student is enrolled.  Award payments are applied to tuition, fees, room, board, books, supplies, equipment and other costs eligible under the Internal Revenue Code section 117, and other applicable regulations.  Funds are issued by check after the award recipient is enrolled in school where an account is established to receive the funds and the recipient returns the Information Requested Form to the Foundation office by Aug. 15, of the year awarded. After September 1 all funds not used will be retuned to unrestricted funds. 
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
